1. Mr. William F. Friedman, P-8, is hereby directed
to proceed from Arlington, Virginia, to Washington, D. C.,
for further movement by &ir, on or about 14 July 1945, to
Paris, France, and to such other places within the European
Theater as may be directed by'the Commanding Genersl, Unlted
States Army Forces there on temporary duty for a period of
approximetely ninety (90) days, and upon completion of this
temporary duty to return to Arlington, Virginia. UST-3-
10975-WDP-JUL.

2. Prior to departure from the continental United
States, he will be requlired to have completed the pre-
seribed immmizations in conformity with current War Depart-
ment instructions.

3. Regulations governlng the procurement of military
clothing and equipment in the United States are published
in Section I, Circular 399, WD, 19%4. Mr. Friedman is in
Group 6. A uniform is required by the overseas comsander,
(Note Tab A, attached.)

4, Just prier to departure for port of aerial embarka-
tion, he will advise correspondents that all mail will be
addressed to him at APO 24441, c¢/o Postmester, New York,

New York, Upon arrival at destination overseas, he will
contact the nearest Army Post O0ffice to arrange for receipt
and dispatech of officiel and personal mail. Civilian per-
sonnel using an APO mailing address are not entitled to the
free mailing privilege.

5. Baggage to accompany the individual will be mearked
with the owner®s full neme, will be limited to sixty-five
(65) pounds, and will accompany the individual to the port
f aert:c embarvation. Taggepge will not be mariec so 4s Lo
disclose the overseas destination.

6. Travel by militsery, navel or commercial aircraft
and common carrier is direct=2d &3 nedcssary ln the military
service for the accomplisbment of an emergency war mission
and is chargeable to 601-3 P 432-02 212/60425 S 99-599,

7. In lieu of subsistence, a flat per diem of $6.00
while within and $7.00 while outside the continental limits
of the United States is authorized in accordance with exist-
ing law and regulations whlle traveling and absent from
permanent station. No per diem 1s authorlized while traveling
on board ships where the cost of passage includes meals.

8. The Chief of Transportation, Army Service Forces,
Washington, D. C., will lssue Certificate of Identification,
WD, AGO For ' No. 65-11 to Mr. Friedman with essimileted rank
of Fleld Gr:de Qfficer. Upon the return of Mr. Friedmen to
the United States, Certificate of Identification will be sur-~
rendered to the Commanding General, Pcrt of Entry.

Q. Mr. Friedmean 1s designated &s offlclal courier for
the purpose of transporting official documents. Each package
or envelope containing official matter which is to be exempt
from examination will be sealed and will bear on lts exterior
cover the inscription "Official United States Army Communication,
Exempt from Censorship"”, followed by the signature and official
title of the authority dispatching the documents, who will
furnish the courier with a letter addressed to the Collector,
United States Bureau of Customs, Port of Aerial Embarkation,
Washington, D. C., 80 describing the exterior cover or covers
of the communications teo be exempt from censorship as to
enable the Customs Collector to identify them.

10. He is suthorized to carry a camera, film and equip-
ment and, subject to the restrictions of the theater commander,
to take such photographs as may be necessary’ for the accomplish-
ment of his mission.

11. 1In the Ilnterest of security there should be no dis-
cussion with unauthorized persons of the overseas destination
involved herein,

12. The Commending General, Air Transport Command, and
the Chief of Transportation, Army Service Forces, will each’
furnish the transportation for which he 1s responsible and
coordinate with all concerned.
