tell1gence purposes; or (3} any classified 1ntormat1on concern-

ing the communication intelligence ~ot1v1tiee ot the United 

States or any roreign governmentJ or (4) any clasa1t1ed 1ntorma-.

Sec. 5. The term "communication intelligence" as used 

herein shall, tor the purposes ot this Act, be construed to 

mean a ~1eld o~ endeavor which includes all clasa1t1ed pro­

cedures and methods used in the interception ot communications, 

and the obtaining or information from auch communications, by 

other than the intended recipients. The terms "communication 

intelligence activities" and "communication intelligence 

purpoaeQ" aa used herein shall be construed accordingly. 

Sec. 6. The phrase "a person not authc>l'ized to receive 
• 

auch information" as used herein shall, ror the purposes of 

this Act, be construed to mean any person or agency which is 

not so authorized by the head of' a department or agency ot the 

United States Government which is expressly designated by the 

President to engage in communication intelligence activities 

for the United States. 

See. 7. Nothing in this Act shall prohibib the furnishing, 

upon lavtul demand, or information to any regularl~ constituted 

committee ot the Senate or Houae or Representatives of the 

United States of America, or joint committee thereof. 
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
