(5) .xeeptions tor HICOG. In the assignment of quarters to HICOG re­
presentatiTes in the ~espectiTe Land Kreis, the fact that these individuals are the 
local official emissaries of the US GoTernment will be talon into consideration. In 
order for them, to accompliah their m1ssionflt. these officials muat be aaaigzied aui table 
houses regardless or their rank, marital status, or the size or their ramtiiee. Mili­
tary post or Air installation commanders Will designate position houses aa 'residences 
for resident officers and other key HICOG officials specifically designated by thia 
headquarters.
