1, &, Raference {a) deals with the policy for the control of
the disalosure of eclamsified military information to foresign governments.
Par. VI of referencea (&} sets forth the conditiona of relsase of such
informstion and should be noted Ly all U, 3. representatives. Since
the sxtracting of certain paragraphs from referencs (a) im authorised
by the covering memorandun and since Far. VI is not one of those to be
kept secret, I havs copled the wholes of that paragragh and have smbodled
it in Enclosure A hersto.

b, Enclogures B and C heretc also deal with the policy and
sohditions applicable to the rsleame of information. Enclosurs &
refers Lo a "patant interchange agreenent” and 1 am wondering whether
thst agreemsnl is substantially emhcdied in Enclosure B. It seens to
me that it would be advimable for AFSA to obtain a copy of the BRUSA
Ypatent interchange agreement? which is referred to in Enclosure C and alsc
implisd in Enclosure B.

2. It is my thought that rar. VI of refersnce (a) and the terms
of any BEUSA patent Interchange agrasment should bs brought to the at-
tention of all the U.8, and Briiish aonferees very early in the con-
ference and agreement reached in respsct to all the conditiong set
forth in the referencad documenta.

3. Although the confersnce probably will not resuli in & formal
agrsenesnt such as that resuiting from similar confersnces on Comint
natters, I think that some formal agreement at least on the points
covered by Enclosure A should be reached and recorded in Minutes before
the technical work of the conference gets underwy., TFurther, I think

that the conferses ahould reach an agrsenent as to the specific pre-
oautions which will be tsken to comply with the condition cited in
par, (d) of Bnolosure A, to include ths avoidancs of prior publication
sven of unolassified information in order to prevent nogativing
noveltly, in accordance with the rules of the Patent Offices of the
rospective governmenta.

4, I sugzest that a statement sgubstantislly along the linss
indicated in Enclosure D be pressnted for discussion at the first
Combined meeting of the Planary Committee.

5. &, Reesipt of a copy of any formal PRUSA agreenents in
the promises would be approciated if AFBA~12 can ebtain them.

b. The comments of ¥r. Stauffer, AFSA~03A%5, and of AFSA-L2
oen this phase of Gonference procedure would be appreciated. In
particular comnvents on the wording of Enclosure D are desired,

*7l, CONDITIONS OF RELEASE

Releages of clagsified military information will be ef-
fected only upon the satisfaotion of the following conditions:

{a) That the vecipisnt government will not relezss

the information to & third government without apecific
approval of the United States. For the purposas of thia
proviso, the United Kingdom, and sach of the British
Dominions are considered to be saparste nations;

(b) fThat the recipient govarnment will afford to the
information substantially the sane degres of security
protection afforded to it by the United States;

{s) That the reciplent government will not axploit such
information for other ihan military purposes;

{d4) That ihe rights of the individual or concern which
originate in the development, either in patents or in
trade secrets, will be respected in ascordance with
mutually satisfactory sgreement betwesn the United
gtates and the recipient government,®

SUBJECT: TUnited States - United Kingdom Security Agreement

TO: Chief of Ordnance
Chief of Engineers
Chief Signal Officer
The Surgeon General
Chief, Chemical Corps
The Quartermaster General
Chief of Transportation

l. The United States Chiefs of Staff will make every effort
to insure that the United States will maintain the military security
clasgifications established by United Kingdom authorities with res-
pect to military information of U.K. origin, and the military secu-
rity classifications established by U.K.-U.S. origin or development;
will safeguard accordingly such military information; will not ex-
ploit such information for production for other than military pur-
poses; and, will not disclose such military information to a third
nation without U.K. consent. The British Chiefs of Staff will make
every effort to insure that the United Kingdom will maintain the
military security classifications established by the U.8. authori-
ties with respect to military Iinformation of U.S. origin, and the
military security classifications esteblished by the U.K.-U.S. agree-
ment with respect to military information of joint U.K.-U.S. origin
or development; will safeguard accordingly such military informstion;
will not exploit such information for production for other than mili-
tary purposes; and will not disclose such military information to a
third nation without U.S. consent. This agreement applies to mili-
tary information disclosed by the United States to the United King-
dom or by the United Kingdom to the United States or exchanged be-
tween the United States and the United Kingdom on and after the date
of acceptance of this agreement by the United Kingdom.

2. The United States Chiefs of Staff and the British Chiefs
of Staff agree that insofar as the U.S. and the U.K. are concerned,
the gafeguards indicated above also apply to information developed
by the U.S. and U.K. jointly in collaboration with a third nation.

3. It is agreed in respect of clagsified information communi-
cated by one country to the other, that the recipient country shall
use its best endeavors within the framework of its laws and rules

to prevent any loss of patent rights in the information. Specifically

Subj: United States - United Kingdom Security Agreement

a. Any rights of the originator to obtain patent protec-
tion in the reeipient country in respect of the information communi-
cated are not and will not be prejudiced by virtue of the introdue-
tion of the information inteo such country.

b. The information, so long as it remains classified,
will not be used or disclosed by the recipient country in any man-
ner likely to prejudice the rights of the originator to obtain pat-
ent protection in respect thereof, but if the recipient country de-
sirea to use or to disclose the information in any manner likely
so to prejudice the rights of the originator, then the recipient
country will immediately notify the country of origin of the full
circumstances of such intended use or disclosure, and such use or
disclosure shall not be effected untll approval is given by the
country of origin, .

¢. Each country when so requested by the other and to
the extent consistent with its laws and rules will use its best
endeavors

(1) to have maintained in secrecy any patent
application filed in the recipient country
in respect of the information for so long
a8 may be desired by the country of origin,
and

(2) to supply reports of the manner in which the
information embodied in a patent application
has been used or disclosed.

4. For the purpose of this agreement the United Kingdom, the
British Dominiong, and India are considered to be separate nations.

Patent claims by nationals
of the United Kingdom amserted against any of the Departments shall
bs refarrsd to the Intardspartmental Patent Interchange Comittee
in aecordance with procedures prescribed by sach respactive

1], 1t is agresd that the following coxiitions governing the relecse
of inforzation are known to and sceepted Ly both parties.

(a) That the recipient government will not release the
information to & third governuent without specifioc approval
of the United States. For the purpoges of this provinsoe,
the United Kingdom, and sach of the 3ritish Dominions are
eonsidered to be ssparate nations;

(b) That the reaipient government will afford to the
information gubstantislly the same degree of security
protaction afforded to it by the United States;

{6) That the recipient government will not exploit sush
inforuation for other than military purposaes;

(d) That the rights of the individusl or concern which
originate in the devalopment, sither in patents or in
trade secorests, will be respected in accordance with
mutuslly satisfactory agreemant betseen the United States
and the realpisnt governaent,

"2, I is further agreed that the receiviag party will take ali
neasurss necessary to aveid prlor publication of classified or even
of unclassified information in order to prevent nsgativing novelty, in
accordance with the rules of the Patent Offices of bhoth partias.

%3, It is further agreed that (a) the conveyance by cone party
or the other of a procsess, device or spparatus, or information peartaining
thereto, aay take the form of a gift, loan, sale, rental, or rendering
available, as zay he agresd snd arranged betwean the two parties in
the specific instance; and (b) the fact that the disclosing party may
heve the privilege of using a process or a device or apparatus on &
royalty-free basis shall not of itgelf relieve the receiving party
of the oblizaticon to pay royalties, nur shall it be construed as the
granting of any license whatsoever.

. It is further agreed that the terms and conditfcns of =ll
VekeoU.S. agrements relating to the interchange of patent information
w311l be followed Ly both parties.*
