for other purposes. 

1 Be it enacted by the 8enrzfe and I-J owJe of R('pre.rsentn-

4 (a) The term "D('pnrhuents" means the vVar and 

5 Navy DepnrtmeutR nll(l n11y other dC'pnrtment created within 

6 uny National DefC'nsc Establishment. hereafter provided for 

7 by any legi:-.lntion pnssed by the Congress. 

8 (b) The term "Secretaries" means the Secretary, 

9 Under .Secretary, and any Assistant Secretary of War, the 

10 Secretary, Under Secretary, and any Assistant Secretary 
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1 of the Nayy, and the Secretary, Under Secretary and any 

2 Assistuut Secretary of nny other department, as drfinrd in 

3 subsection (a) hereof. 

4 SEC. 2. Each of the Secretaries is hereby authorized 

5 to £'stuhlish a Research ... \dvisory Committee, or panrl, for 

6 his Departnwnt. In addition, each of the Secretaries may

8 in nny technical serYier, bureau, or office of his respective 

9 Department by the Chief thereof, and the Secretary of War

17 or tc:-:t fuciliti:"e, determined by the Secretury concerned t•i> he 

JS necessary for the perfonnnnre tiwreof. SucL research, de-

19 velopmentnl, or tc·st fncilities may he acquired or constructed 

20 at Government expense, am1 may be furnished to the con-

21 tractor by lease, lonu, or sale nt filir vulne, and with or without 

22 reimbursement to the Government for the use thereof: 

23 Provided, That nothing coutnined in this subsection shall be 

24 deemed to authorize construction of a perm.anent natm·e of 

25 buildings or of additionR to or extenRions of buildings, the cost 
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i _of whic~ in any case e:xceeds $20,000: Provided further, 

2 Tlu1t nothing contained lH'reiu shall he deemed to nuthorir.e the 

3 im~tnllation or construction of facilities or property not owned

4 by tl~e Government whieh would not he readily removable 

5 or separable without unreasonable expense or unreasonable

21 out of the pe1-f01111ance of said contmct, and are not com-

22 pensated hy i111mrauce or othenvise: ( 1) Liability on uc-

23 cmmt of daims (including remsmwhle (•xpenses of litigation 

24 or settlement of such dnims) , hy third persons, including

16 by the Secretary: And provided further, That any such 

17 pu.yment may be made out of any funds obligated for the 

18 performance of such contract, out of any funds available 

19 for research and development '\Vork and not otherwise obli-

20 gated, or out of any funds appropriated by the Congress;~ 

21 for the making of such payments. 

22 SEc. 6. Each of the Secretaries is au,thmized to pre-

23 scribe, with the approval of the Comptroller General of the 

24 United States, regulations for his Department stating the 

25 extent to which vouchers for funds expended tmder any 
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. 1 contract for research or deYelopment, or both, shall be sub-

2 ject to itemization or substantiation prior to payment, without 

3 rpgunl to the limitations of other laws relating to the 

4 expenditure of public funds and accounting therefor. In 

5 settling the arcoiints of any disbursing officer, the General 

6 Accounting Office shall allow any disbursements made pur-

7 suant to such regulations, notwithstanding any other provi-.. 
8 sious of law. 

9 SEc. 7. Each of the Secretaries is authorized to publish 

10 or arrange for the publication of scientific and technical 

11 information resulting from the research and development 

12 programs conducted by the departments, so as to further 

13 the full dissemination of information of scientific value con-

14 }-dstent with the national inte1·est. 

15 SEc. 8. Each of the Secretaries is authorized to dele-

16 gate any authority provided by this Act, except the au-

17 thority under the sec.ond proviso in subsection 5 (a) hereof, 

18. but including the making of any other determination or 

19 decision hereunder, to the chiefs of the technical services, 

20 bureaus, or offices (and, in the case of the Secretary of 

21 War, to ~he Chief of the Army Air Forces) , and to one 

22 assistant to each such chief: Pr01.•ided, Thu.t the power to 

23 negotiate, execute, and administer contracts for research or 

24 development, or both, may be further delegated, subject 
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1 to the provisions of any other applicable 1aw, in accordance 

2 with regulntionH issneil hy the Secretary concerned. 

3 SEc. 9. (a) Nothing contained in this Act shall be 

4 deemed to modify or repeal any of the provisions of the 

5 Armed Services Procurement Act of 1947, or, except to 

6 the extent that they are inconsistent herewith, any of the 

7 provisions of :Public Law 588, Seventy-ninth Congress, 

8 second session ( 60 Stat. 779) . 

9 (h) The provisions of this Act shall be regarded as 

10 separable, and the invalidity of any such provision shall not 

11 affect the Yalidity of the remainder. The invalidity of any 

12 provision hereof as to one Dcpnrtmeut shall not affect its 

13 validity us to the other.
