With reference to your telephone call on 17 October 1949, Colonel 
McBride has received the letter regarding the revised military character­
istics for ASAM 1s 7 and 9. He has recen~ referred 1t to ~ Field 
Forces Board No. 1 for comment. The Board has been requested to expedite 
considerat10n of the matter, however, its views are not likely to be re­
ceived before 7 November 1949. Assurance has been gJ.ven by Colonel 
McBride that the comments of ~ Field Forces on the military character­
istics ;or ASAM 1s 7 and 9 will be returned to Headquarters, ~ Se~rit7 
Agency, as soon as practicable.
