preliminary meeting between the u.s .. c.I.B. and L.s.I.B. nominees. 

5. U.K. authorities can provide. in two months time, 8 COM 
machines to be of'.f'ered to the French.

BRIEF 'rO U .. S .. AND U.K. AMBASSADORS IN PARIS EO. 3. 3 (h) (2) 

The u.s. and U.K .. Govermnents, having been convinced that the 
cypher communications of' the French MFA are so thorough:q insecure 
as to be inimical to the interests or the Western pot~~"ers, have decided 
to approach the French Government on the matter.. They regard the securit;r 
ot French diplomatic commmrl.cations as of the greatest importance and are 
therefore prepared to offer material help towards improving them.

.3. The U.S. and U.K .. Governments there.f'o~e think it reasonable to 
assume that French diplomatic communications are an invaluable sQUrce of 
intelligence to Russia on Westem diplomacy and strategy-, indeed \that they 
ma;r well be her most prolitic, most speed,y and most reliable sou!"ce ot all .. 
'rhey regard it as imperative that Russia should be deprived or this source, 
not on1¥ so that she will be denied the intelligence now accessible to her 
trom it, but also so that officials of the u.s. and U.K .. Governments 
mq- more treeq discuss important matters or common concern with officials 
ot the French Government.
