1. I am atta·ching herewith a copy of a letter received by the 
Director of Central Intelligence from Dr. Arthur S. Flemming, 
Director, Office of Defense Mobilization. 

2. As a result of discussion by USCIB at its 90th meeting on 
11 September 1953, Dr. Flenuning was indoctrinated for access to 
COMINT b,y this Agenc,y in connection with his attendance at meetings 
of the National Security Council and consequent participation in 
discussions which include CCMINT. As Dr. Flemming's deputy, it is 
believed that the same conditions prevail with regard to Mr. Coole,y. 

3. In accordance with the provisions of Directive No. 5 , it 
is requested that USCIB members determine the "need to know" of 
Mr. Cooley, and that I be so advised. Dr. Flemming is being informed 
of the necessity for this action.
