SUBJECT: Indoctrination of Personnel for •remporaey Duty Involving 
corHNT 

1. On several occasions within recent months, personnel from 
USCIB rnember departments and agencies have reported to NSA for 
temporary duty involving COt·IINT (including training) with certifica­
tion for cryptographic clearance only. Subparagraph 7a(3) of CIBD 
No. 5 (Revised) provides that the indoctrination of an individual 
supplied to another USCIB member department or agency for temporary 
duty involving COtUNT will be a responsibility of the parent ac"tiivity. 

2. In order to eliminate delays resulting from the need for 
NSA to ascertain the indoctrination status of persons so assigned, 
members are requested to take appropriate steps to indoctrinate such 
persons for whatever level of COi·liNT information they may be expected 
to require while on temporary duty with this Agency. To permit 
immediate assignment to duty or training upon reporting, certifica­
tion o£ indoctrination status for each person should be furnished 
NSA on or before the actual reporting date. 

3. It is emph.<tsized that prior indoctrination and certification 
of personnel by the parent organization will benefit all concerned by 
eliminating delays and possible inconvenience to the personnel involved.
