MEMORANDUM FOR THE MEMBERS OF USCIB 

SUBJECT: Stenafax Dup1icating Machine 
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22 A:pril 1954 

1. Tqis Agency has conducted a•Study to deter-mine the radiation 
characteristics of the ~tenafax Puplipating MaChine, manufactured by 
the Times Facsimi1e Cor-pQration. Eva1uation of the test results indi­
cates that sufficiently st~ong signals may exist a~ distances in excess 
of 1200 feet to permit interception and recovery of intelligence. 

2. This Agency has not yet tested the subject device equipped 
with a suppressor unit-available from the manufacturer; therefore, 
it is not kno~ whether the suppressor unit is adequate to guarantee 
a satis:fa.ctory degree .·of security. Information of the results o:r 
such tests will be :f.ulnlished promptly upon their completion. 

3. In vie\-r of -the above, it is urged that appropriate action be 
taken by the members of USCIB in their respective agencies or d~rtments 
to insure that ~ommunicationsintelligence codeword material is not 
reproduced using the Stenafax Duplicating Machine until ef.fective 
remedial measures he.ve been devised. 

• 4. It should ue noted that the problem of:Stena.fax radiations 
is sensitive, even·~haa discussed in ter.ms which do not reveal the 
COMmT aspects of' the problem. It is not known whether unauthorized 
persons actually are exploiting this possible source of intelligence. 
The existence of' thi~ seurce should not be revealed to unauthorized 
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
