1. To avoid possible misinterpretation of the intent of
USCIB Directive Number 5, the USCIB Secu‘rity Committee recom-
mends that a paragraph be added to the Directive stéting:

"9, Provisions of this Directive are applicable
to persons being considered for clearance and
access to Category III and Category II COMINT.
Minimum investigation and clearance standards
for access to Category I COMINT will be in
accordance with each USCIB member's existing
clearance procedures for access to c¢lassified
materials of the same classification.™
