I want to thank you very much for your letter
of March 25, in responss to my telephonic appeal to
you for information.

I appreciate very sincerely the forthright-
ness of your response, which will be of considerable
asglstance, I regret to add, however, that diligent
serch through &1l the files that were in your offlce,
or in proximity thereto, has thus far failed to dis- .
close the "record" memorandum to which you refer in y
your second paragraph. Miss Weber may be able to K
answer the question as to vhether any records of this
nature were destroyed prior to her departure in a gen- \
eral cleaning-up process. I might suggest also that
it 1ls barely possible that you made some notes in
your personal memorandum book, which you usually
carried on your person. Any additional iInformation
vhich might shed 1ight on the episode will be grate-~
fully recelved. I am about 4o engage in some verbal
fisticuffs and need all the ammunition I can gather
together.

You will probably recollect that the new in-
structions arose as a result of the realization on
the part of certain persons in G-2 that owr relations
with the British had deteriorated to a great extent
and that corrective mcasures had to be taken.

I do recall that you not only communicated to
me orally and alone the new inatructions but also you
¢called & special meeting of sectlion heads the next day
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and informed them of the nev instructions for their
guidance. I was also present at that meeting.

If either you or Miss Weber feel disposed to
shed any further light on what might have become of
the "record” memorandum I would be grateful,
